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hours after there is no longer 

a fever or signs of a fever.  

Keeping sick students at 
home means that they keep 

their viruses to themselves.  

 

If flu conditions become 
MORE severe, parents should 

consider the following steps: 

Extend the time sick 
children stay home for at 
least 7 days, even if they 
feel better sooner. People 
who are still sick after 7 
days easy should con-
tinue to stay home until 
at least 24 hours after 
symptoms have com-

pletely gone away. 

The Centers for Disease Con-
trol and Prevention (CDC) 
recommends 4 main ways 
you and your family may 
keep from getting sick with 

the flu at school and at home: 

1.Get your family vaccinated 

for seasonal flu.  

2. Cover your mouth and 
nose with a tissue when you 
cough or sneeze. If you don’t 
have a tissue, cough or 
sneeze into your elbow or 

shoulder; not into your hands. 

3. Practice good hand hy-
giene by washing your hands 

often with soap and water. 

4. Stay home if you or your 
child is sick for at least 4 

If a household member is 
sick, keep any school-
aged brothers or sisters 
home for 5 days from the 
time the household mem-
ber became sick. Parents 
should monitor their 
health and the health  of 
other school-aged chil-
dren for fever and other 

symptoms of the flu.

Baby teeth serve as spacers which maintain the proper spacing and alignment of 

the teeth so that permanent teeth have enough room to come in. 

Decayed and infected baby teeth may affect the healthy development of the 
permanent tooth that is growing underneath. 

Healthy and nice looking teeth and a beautiful smile, build self-confidence and 

self-esteem. This is especially important at such an early age. 

So…..Give special attention to those baby teeth. Help children brush their teeth twice a day 

and give them healthy food to build strong teeth!

We strongly recommend that 
parents visit the site and dis-
cuss with the provider all 
relevant issues related to their 

child’s care, including: 

1. Days and times the facil-
ity is open and which 

holidays it is closed. 

2. Provider’s vacation   

policies. 

3. Services provided (such 
as meals, snacks, trans-

portation).  

4. Any additional costs. 

5. Payment Schedule 

6. Provider’s willingness to 

work with a subsidy  

program. 

7. Who will provide 
monthly timesheets to 
the CCDF program

(parent or provider).  

In order for you and the pro-
vider to have a good working 
relationship it is essential that 
you understand the provider’s 
policies. Parents and provid-
ers should share as much 
specific information as possi-
ble. We suggest that the pro-
vider’s policies be in writing 
and that all parties have a 
copy. Parents who choose a 

child care program exempt 
from licensure (such as a 
parent co-op, recreation pro-
gram , or community-based 
program) should ask the pro-
gram staff about their com-
plaint policies.   CCDF 
strongly recommends that 
parents review a potential 
child provider’s licensing 
history before placing their 

child in care.

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New Federal Requirements 

Under the federal administra-
tion, along with new federal 
policies, two new require-
ments must be met by all 
CCDF programs: Monitor-

ing for Health and Safety 

Requirements and Fraud 

Investigations.  

All CCDF programs will 
have to increase monitoring 
of both license and non-
licensed child care sites that 
include family members. The 
federal government wants to 
assure with increased moni-
toring that children are in 
safe environments that meet 
new federal Health and 

Safety Requirements.  The 
CCDF staff at CRIHB will be 
increasing their travel to 
monitor the child care provid-

ers throughout the state.  

Under the requirement for 
investigating fraud allega-
tions, the CCDF Coordinator 
will be thoroughly looking 
into all possible instances of 
fraud allegations to assure 
that the program is not im-
properly paying out funds to 
individuals. The new federal 
requirement reminds all 
CCDF programs that they 
have authority to verify em-
ployment, domicile, school 
attendance and income with 
other local, state, federal and 

Tribal agencies. Any money 
garnered by the child care pro-
vider or parent must be paid 
back to the CCDF agency per 

federal regulations. 

The CCDF staff is currently 
requesting work and school 
schedules along with income 

verifications from all parents.

CCDF will only process a stop 
payment request thirty (30) 
days after the check was is-
sued. We will reissue a new 
check five (5) days after re-
ceiving confirmation from the 
bank that the stop payment 
was processed. Reissuance of 
lost or stolen checks cannot be 
expedited for any reason. No 

Payment   Attendance Reporting 

Child care providers must maintain a daily timesheet for each 
child on the program.  CCDF timesheets are due by the 6th 

of each month. Timesheets must be fully completed prior to 
submission and signed by parent. Refer to page 8 for help to 

complete timesheets.  State licensed providers receive Holi-
days, absent and sick days at the maximum hourly rate on 
their agreement. Non-licensed providers are paid for Holi-

days only if the parent provides a work schedule as evi-

dence of holiday worked. 

The subsidy payment may take up to two (2) business weeks 
to process and mail unless timesheets are received after the 
6th of the month then finance is not held to the (2) business 

weeks to process checks as stated on parent’s agreements.

Clean eggshells and dry them gently. To give the tiny plant pot a solid base, glue a small      
square  of cardboard to the bottom of the eggshell (or use a small piece of pipe cleaner        
twisted into a circle. If using white glue, let it set for a few hours; hot glue will set in a few 

minutes.                           

Using tempera paint or markers, decorate the eggshells. Let the paint dry. 

 

Put potting soil in eggshells (fill a little over half way). Add many grass seeds or two 
bean seeds (in case one doesn't germinate). The grass seeds take a few weeks to germi-
nate, but bean seeds will sprout in just a few days.  Cover the seeds with a little bit of 
soil, and sprinkle lightly with water.  When seeds sprout, put the tiny plant pot in a 

sunny spot and enjoy.

summary: 

Governor proposes signifi-
cant reductions to Child Care 
and Development (CCD) 

Programs.  

The Governor proposes a 
total of $2.2 billion for CCD 
programs in 2011-12 —a 
reduction of $535 million, or 
19 %, compared to the cur-
rent year.  To achieve these 
savings, he proposes several 
significant changes to current 
policies, including reducing 
child care subsidies by 35 %, 
lowering maximum family 
income eligibility from 75 % 

to 60 % of the state median in-
come (SMI), and eliminating 
subsidized child care for 11– and 
12-year olds. Off setting these 
proposed savings is the Gover-
nor’s plan to partially restore the 
vetoed California Work Oppor-
tunity and Responsibility to Kids 
(CalWORKs) Stage 3 child car 
program, beginning April 1, 

2011. 

However, the Governor proposes 
not to allow contractors to ab-
sorb this reduction by serving 
fewer children. As a result, this 
would decrease the average an-
nual amount provided per child 
care slot in these programs. The 
Governor assumes that families 

would find a way to pay the 
difference between the 
amount their child care pro-
vides currently charge and 

the reduced state subsidy. 

The Governor proposes to 
drop this age cut-off again to 
age 10. The Governor      
estimates this change would 
terminate child care eligibil-
ity for approximately 14,000 
11-and 12-year old children, 

thereby saving $93 million

for osteoporosis, especially if 
soda is replacing milk or 

other calcium-rich foods.  

This is a special issue for 
teens, whose bones are grow-
ing at peak levels and who 
need three to four servings of 
milk or milk products each 

day.  

Large amounts of sugar in the 
form of soda pop also can 
promote tooth decay. Sugar is 

First, soda pop contains calo-
ries but no nutrients and thus 
replaces other foods that pro-
vide more nutritional value. 
For optimum health, it is best 
to choose beverages, at least 
most of the time, that will 
provide vitamins and miner-

als necessary for good health. 

 Water is a great choice too. 

Those drinking large amounts 
of soda pop could be at risk 

not the only factor in tooth 
decay, but the acid in soda pop 
can dissolve tooth enamel, and 

this can lead to cavities.
