Steps to Become a Child Passenger Safety Technician
CPS Technicians assist parents and caregivers on the proper use of child restraint systems and safety belts to protect children against injuries.

1. If you are at least 18 years of age with driving experience you can become a certified technician.

2. On the website above, click on ‘Find a Course’ to locate a course in your area.

3. Be prepared for four to five days of instruction and hands-on experience.  You must attend all days to receive certification.

4. Registration for all certification courses is $60, excluding any applicable late fees. A detailed fee table is available through a ‘Resources’ link on the website above.
5. All registration must be done through the website ‘Online Services’. However, you can pay either through Online Services or with a credit/debit/check card, or manually with a check, purchase order or money order. 

6. Any course can be either public or controlled. Public courses are open to all individuals, while controlled courses are open only to those approved by the lead instructor. Anyone can request a reservation to attend a course. If approved, you will be able to complete the registration by paying the course fees.

7. After logging into Online Services (create a new profile if necessary), choose REGISTER FOR A COURSE from the action items list in your profile. Search for certification courses in your area and choose REGISTER FOR THIS COURSE on the course details page. Please pay attention to the language of the course, as it is available in English and Spanish.

You will fail to qualify for certification if one of the following occurs: 

1. You do not pass any of the three hands-on skills assessments during the course. You will be notified during the course and may stay in class as an observer only at the discretion of the lead instructor. 

2. You do not pass the checkup event (communication and/or technical skill). 

3. You fail the written component (overall score of 83% or less).

CPS Technicians and Instructors put their knowledge to work through a variety of activities, including child safety seat checks where parents and caregivers receive education and hands-on assistance with the proper use of child restraint systems and safety belts. 

National certification of these individuals helps to enhance the credibility and professionalism of all child passenger safety advocates and practitioners, the child passenger safety community, and the organizations and programs that use the services of certified CPS Technicians.
