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Protocol for Home Checklist for Elders 
This guide is meant to be used in the home. It has been used by Community Heath Representatives and Public Health Nurses to assess the homes of their clients. Before beginning an assessment, make sure you have resources available to assist your client in making corrections in their home, or make sure your clients understand how you plan to assist them in making their home safer. Supplies you may want to think about are smoke detectors, grab bars, safety latches for cupboards, floor mats with gripper, lighting, light socket covers, etc.  
Tips for implementation:
· First, you must have permission from your clients to inspect their homes.  You should always consult the locals tribes on the best way to approach the local elders. 
· It helps to have available resources to offer them for inspecting their homes such as smoke alarms, first aid kits or safety latches.
· Be prepared to find many troubled areas.
· Bring education materials to educate the family on dangers that exist in the home.
· Always document the homes you inspected. Note any changes that were made during your visit and keep track of any literature you distribute. This will also help you in follow up visits.
· Find local vendors and contractors that can help with major repairs, and create a list to hand out to families who may need these services.
· Keep batteries on hand for homes that already have smoke detectors and may just need a new battery.
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
