American Indians, people living in manufactured homes, and rural communities smaller than 2,500 people have an increased risk of injury and death due to fires 1, 2, 3
43% of home fire deaths occur in homes with 
no smoke alarms4
What can we do to protect against fires?
Place smoke alarms in every room

· Smoke detectors can help to save homes and lives, and can be purchased for 
      as little as $10 

· If smoke detectors are already installed in your home, test batteries once a year

Clear an area 30 feet around your home 5

· The 30 foot area around your home should be clear of leaves, brush, trees, and firewood. 

· Store flammable materials (like gasoline, wood sealer, and paint thinner) outside the home

Make fire-resistant upgrades

· Cover chimneys, wood stoves, and vent openings with mesh screen, inspect yearly

· Use fire-resistant drapes, install multi-pane windows, and use fireproof shutters, if possible

Be prepared if a fire does occur
· Make sure all household members know how to call 9-1-1 in emergencies, and know where the nearest phone is located if one is not available in the home

· Plan an escape route with your family if a fire occurs, and practice it!

· Have fire extinguishers readily available
